January 28, 2007

1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by Todd Greenlee at 7:04 p.m. Pastor Reith led a brief
devotion.

2. Approval of Minutes: Motion by Ed Clauss and Richard Harless to accept the minutes of
October 22, 2006, with the following exceptions: Under reports: (5b) change VBS dates to
July @ — 13, 2007, and (5e) change name to Krista Claybaugh.

3. New Members: Motion by Dale Gust and seconded by Robert Chaffer to accept Katie Wardin as a new
voting member. Motion passed.

(hymnals) as outlined in the attachment. Total expected cost: $8334.00 Motion passed.



Motion by Lynn Laskowski and seconded by Dale Gust to apply a memorial of $4,906.00 received from
the family of Mary Doerfer, and placed in the music fund, combined with the previous balance in the
music fund of $228.00 for a total of $5,134.00, against the purchase price of the Lutheran Service
Book. An estimate of $3,200.00 would need to be subscribed by the congregation. Motion passed.

Motion by Lynn Laskowski and seconded by Richard Harless to authorize the treasurer to borrow from
dedicated funds up to $3,200.00, to pay the balance on the purchase of the Lutheran Service Book.
Motion passed.

Motion by Dale Gust and seconded by Wayne Kiefer to nominate the following for the offices in the
LCMS: Dr. William Hoesmann, President; Dr. Wallace Schultz, President; Dr. David Adams, 1st Vice
President; and Dr. John Wohlrabe, 1st Vice President. Motion passed. Note: Dale Gust is the district
delegate to the convention for the Midland district and will be attending the convention.

Motion by Joann Gust and seconded by Claudia Schimmelmann to purchase 144 place settings of
silverware that includes serving pieces, for use at CTK, in the amount of $686.68. Motion passed.

Chairman Todd Greenlee appointed Brian Tice as chairperson of the Zion nominating committee along
with the directors of the current seated boards.

A telephone call was received by Pastor Bakker during the voters’ meeting, that Mrs. Elva Whitehead will
donate the balance of $3,200.00 toward the purchase price of the Lutheran Service Book. Wayne
Kiefer expressed the thanks of the congregation to the family of Mary Doerfer and Elva Whitehead.

The meeting adjourned at 8:17 pm. with Pastor Reith leading in prayer, and Pastor Reith encouraging
the congregation to look upon the building project as an opportunity to determine our needs and
what we have accomplished already. The jar is half-full and not half-empty.

What this means is that Kim Vogel could continue providing
them from this new address with a minimal change in how it all ends up going.

There are usually 5 to 8 people attending the
classes we offer every week.

One of our students from China is attending the Sunday morning adult information class led by
Pastor Bakker at CTK.

CMU’s Friendship Family organization hosted its annual Harvest Dinner at the Wesley Foundation.
The ISM Director took 4 Chinese scholars to East Lansing to shop at some specialty ethnic shops for
food and other supplies not available in Mt. Pleasant.

Seven adults, 8 children came to the Thanksgiving dinner on November 19" They greatly enjoyed
the opportunity for socializing.

Thank you to those who have donated blankets and other items for distribution to international
students.

Thank you to Roger Freeze for repairing some bicycles for international students.

UPDATE ON ZION’S BLESSINGS

Praise God from whom all Blessing Flow!
We sing this every service and need to
understand that Zion has truly been blessed.

Almost five years ago, Zion committed to a
Capital Campaign to raise funds for a new
building. The pledges continue to come in
a timely manner and many ahead of
schedule. The updated report above, which
has appeared in previous newsletters,
reflects our current progress.

However, just to put into perspective how
well we have been blessed, let’s take a look
at what has already been accomplished
behind the scenes in many cases:

A. 40 acresof land on River Road purchasedand
paid off.

B. Theold SchafeMusic building whichis nowour
AnnexNpurchased and paid off.

C. Two housesto the North of the church
purchased and paid off. One now removed.

D. In addition, Zion has over many years,
supportedstudentsat our two seminariespnein Ft.
Wayne and the other in St. Louis, who were
preparing for the ministry. At least five cometo
mindNall of whom now serve in parishes.

E. Zionhascreateda $25,000Scholarshipfund at
our seminaryin Ft. Waynewhich is now fully
funded. A similar fund hasbeenestablishecht St.
Louis that will shortly be fully funded.

F. Zion has assistedour pastorswith paying off
educational debts incurred during their
preparationsfor the ministry and haveenabledthem
to purchase homes of their own.

G. We continueto contributeyearly $ 5000 in
missionmoneyto the Michigan District and for the
past three years we have given direct support of
$2000per year to MissionaryMatthewHeise who
is assistingour Lutherancongregationsn Moscow.
We have supporteda variety of special mission
efforts ranging from hurricane relief to soldier
support through our Mission of the Month program.

H. We have,for the pastsix years, provided the
principle supportfor the Lutheran campusministry
at CMU and the International StudentMinistry
Program. Supportfor costsassociatedwith these

outreach ministries is approximately $86,000 a
year.

I.  We have partially supportedthe Preschool
program at Zion for the past 36 years through
providing facilities, heating,lighting, and sometime:
direct financial, to supplementheir self supporting
efforts.

So, while we continue to move forward
with the capital campaign, we must also
realize that much has changed in the almost
five years since we began the process. The
above represents our response to our
blessings, but what will be our next
response. Where is the Lord leading us? A
committee is in the process of meeting now
so that by the upcoming Voter’s Assembly
meeting, a status report can be delivered.
May our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ
guide us in our planning efforts for the
future.
