Motion by Dick Harless seconded by Tom Prenkert  to approve the slate board members
as presented for the term beginning July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2009.   The motion
passed with unanimous approval.  See attached roster of board members.

Todd Greenlee led a discussion of the entire building project including loans, building
sale, property sale, values, acreage sale, adding onto the current site.  The is an estimated
difference of $400,000.00 to remodel Zion compared to the cost of constructing a new
building.

Todd Greenlee introduced the following resolution to the voters.

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church has approved (4-11-99) a Time-Line for future
expansion for the construction of a new facility; and

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church has decided to purchase property on River Road as a
possible site for a future facility; and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church approved (12-5-99) paying off all debts on the Annex
and Locust Street house from the sale of i ts parsonage and to apply any remaining funds
to the River Road Property; and

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church established a new facility fund (1-23-00) for the
purpose of receiving funds for a future facility; and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church approved (4-22-01) of doing a topographic survey of
the River Road Property; and 

WHEREAS,  Zion Lutheran Church approved (1-27-02) of a ÒfootprintÓ for a site plan;
and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church has entered into a five-year capital campaign by
retaining the services of Walt Kaiser (7-28-02)  to assist in raising money for a new
facility; and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church approved (10-27-02) a preliminary floor plan that is
to be used in the completion of the site planning process; and

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church approved (10-27-02) the appointing by the Executive
Director of a seven-member (four from active voters and three from congregation at
large) Building Committee (job description to be developed by PPC and brought to
voters for approval)  to proceed with plans for the construction of a new facility at the
River Road site; and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church (4-27-03) decided to use the design-build process in
the construction of a new facility, gave approval for the tentative floor plan, and gave
approval for the Executive Director to appoint a three-member finance committee to
gather information; and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church has selected JBS as the Design Build Contractor (8-
24-03) for the new facility shell; and

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church voted to establish a building committee (8-24-03) to
work with site plan development; and
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WHEREAS, the continued and progressive movement toward initial construction of the
facility shell is dependent upon the availability of adequate start-up funds; and 

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church has now reached a point in its overall planning
process that requires it to assess the potential dollar value of its property; and

WHEREAS, Zion Lutheran Church could utilize the funds from the sale of its assets for
initial construction phase/s without having to acquire a loan; and

WHEREAS, the process of acquiring a buyer for Zion Lutheran Church properties could
vary from months to years; and 

WHEREAS, the salability of its properties will assist Zion Lutheran Church in
determining a realistic construction start-up date; therefore, be it  (formerly resolved)

that Zion Lutheran Church, through its legal decision-making bodyÑ the VotersÕ
Assembly (2-22-04), place on the market the current Zion Lutheran Church facility
located at 701 E. Maple in Mt. Pleasant, MI, and its adjoining properties, namely the
building to the East currently known as the Annex and the land it sits on and the
adjoining land parcels to the North of the church facility, one which contains a house and
the other/s with no major structures other than two storage sheds; and be it further

that Zion Lutheran Church approve of Lee Aldrich to be its exclusive realtor for
the above named properties (2-22-04); and be it further that Zion Lutheran Church in
passing a resolution to empower a committee of three to six individuals, appointed by
ZionÕs Executive Director, who will assist in working with the realtor in discretely
marketing the facility and in determining any exclusive listing language, and who also
will immediately develop a transitional plan to assure continued worship and educational
opportunities for its members that will become effective and operational when Zion will
have to vacate its premises (2-22-04); and be it further 

that when a buyer is obtained along with an offer, the VotersÕ Assembly of Zion
Lutheran Church will have final say in accepting or rejecting the offer (2-22-04).

The Foundation Corporate Annual Meeting was called to order by President Dale Gust at
7:00 P.M. on April 23, 2006. A quorum of 49 members was present. Pastor Reith led a
prayer and  brief devotion.

The Foundation Board placed the name of Robert Chaffer in nomination for the

In response to a question from the assembly, President Gust gave a brief
description of the purpose of the Foundation.  The existence of a brochure which
describes the Foundation was pointed out. It was suggested that more active publicity be
undertaken.

Directors give strong consideration to reinvesting proceeds from upcoming note
maturations into the Church Extension Fund. This decision should be subject to
considerations of best financial return.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Mel Coyne and seconded by Todd Greenley to approve Lanny Tohm,
Carrie Appold, and Gary Hayes as qualified auditors for the 2006 Foundation accounts.
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Motion by Claudia Schimmelmann, and seconded by Linda Hanley to adjourn.

I have reviewed the financial statements of the Zion Lutheran Church Foundation for
2006.  The non-interest bearing checking account with Isabella Bank & Trust agrees with
the records of the Zion Lutheran Church Foundation.  The year-end balance as of
December 31, 2006 is $914.73.

CERTIFICATES OF DEPOSIT AND NOTES

As of January 1, 2006, the Zion Lutheran Church Foundation had certificates of deposit
with Isabella Bank and Trust in the amount of $14,696.94 as follows:
1.  CD #15047945 in the amount of $12,317.70 with a maturity date of 09/24/2007.
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2.  CD #9054000 in the amount of $2,379.24 with a maturity date of 06/06/2006.

On 06/06/2006, CD# 9054000 in the amount of $2,379.24 matured and was not renewed. 
Proceeds of the note were deposited in the Zion Lutheran Foundation checking account
on 06/13/2006.

As of January 1, 2006, the Zion Lutheran Church Foundation had notes with The Church
Extension Fund in the amount of $6,777.22 as follows:
1.  Note #3600024066 in the amount of $4,777.22 with a maturity date of 03/18/2007.
2.  Note #3450020790 in the amount of $2,000.00 with a maturity date of 11/04/2007.

On 06/14/2006, $ 3,000 was invested in note #3450021266 with a maturity date of
06/14/2008.

As of December 31, 2006, the Zion Lutheran Church Foundation has a total of
$22,094.92 invested in certificates of deposit and notes.  The breakdown is as follows:

1)  Isabella Bank and Trust (1 CD) - $12,317.70
2)  Church Extension Fund (3 Notes) - $ 9,777.22

The Zion Lutheran Church Foundation has historically recorded interest upon maturity of
the CDs or notes and rolled the interest earned into the principal.  Mr. Chaffer began the
process of having interest from the Foundation investments deposited into the Zion
Lutheran Church Foundation checking account in 2004 and it was completed in 2005. 
Interest from the Isabella Bank and Trust CDs is deposited monthly and interest from the
Church Extension Fund Notes is deposited quarterly.  There is still $6.81 in unrealized
interest that was earned on CEF Note #3600024066 after the renewal of the note on
03/18/2005 and before interest began to be deposited in the checking account.  This
interest was recognized upon maturity of the note on 03/18/2007.  As of 12/31/2006, total
interest earned but not recorded was $108.26.  $101.45 was deposited in the checking
account in January, 2007 and $6.81 was recorded in March, 2007, as indicated above. 
All entries for the Zion Lutheran Church Foundation checking account and investments
in Isabella Bank and Trust certificates of deposit and The Church Extension Fund notes
have been verified and are in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.
